area and unsold plants on the dispatch benches.
· Assist with shows and events.

· Carry out regular routine vehicle safety checks, as detailed in the Safety Checklist,

and record findings.  Report any defects promptly.
· Drive in accordance with legal requirements.

· Report immediately any accidents or incidents involving the company vehicle, 
including any damage to the vehicle.
General

· Ensure the well-being of all service users at the nursery at all times.

· Ensure compliance with Health and Safety Regulations.

· Undertake appropriate, and mutually agreed, courses of training.

· Other duties involved in the general running of the nursery.
